STAR Production meeting

BNL, March 24, 2002

Brief Summary
 We had a meeting at BNL yesterday focused on the production issues and QM02. Including Tim, Jim, there were about 15-20 people. Peter and I were there from LBNL. Concerning about the year-2 data production, the main points are:

1) The test production is over. Production of central and minimum-biased events will be carried out in equal time/equal nodes fashion. During last week’s production, Jerome found that the ‘speed of production’ is about twice faster than estimated. 

It is expected to finish the MB within few weeks. 

2) Production of p+p data will start in one or two week. The main issue there is the vertex determination.

3) SVT group has made some progress but it will not be included in the default production. Special productions will be made for the study. More people are needed.

4) The common microDST is more or less ready. People are needed to test it. As far as I know, reaction plane vectors (Qs) are not in the DST yet. Currently the size is about ½-1/3 of the StEvent. This is mostly because of the SVT stuffs. Nobody will be force to use the microDST for QM02.
